tain State Park on Michigan's
upper peninsula by a  coopér
mining company is mounting

and has resulted in the forma-
{ion of a new Porcupine Wild-

erness  Association with James
I. Rouman, executive dircctor
of the Michigan United Con-

servation  Clubs,  serving as
president, The problent is heing
thoroughly aired in the Michi-
can press and on radio and TV
progrants.

Meanwhile the state s
sprouting  with  investigations
Dr. Paul Herbert, of the Michi-
wan  Department of Economice
Development, is  heading an
cconomic study of possible ef-
teets to the state’s economy

from the proposed copper min-
ing. Dr. Robert MacIntosh, of
Michigan State University, s
updating a study of the tourist
values of upper peninsula state
parks, ineluding the Porcupine.
and lhe Water Resources Board
and wildlife agencies are leok-
ing into other phases of the

situation. Results of all of these
e[forts probably will be con-
sidered by the Michigan State
Conservation Commission before
o decision is reachced reclative to
permitiing a mining lease, Con-
sideration probably will be given
to the problem later this year.

Proponents  of  the mining
plan  also are organized and
active s0 the battle lines appear
cleariv drawrn.

The issue arose when a min-
ing company asked for a lease
Lo extract copper from the park
and  adjacent  off-shore Lake
Superior lands. Jurisdiclion over
the park was given the Conser-
vation Commission when the
legislature adopted a company-
sponsored  bill. The Porcupind
consists of a 58.000-acre tract.
deseribed s the larsest state
rark in the U. 5. It was pur-
chased in 1944 and dedicated to
perpetuation of wilderness
values. Within the park arve
46.000 acres of virgin hardwood
{orest containing rare species of
wildlife.

As the Goat Goes

The aoat has a4 well-founded
reputation of being hardy and
able to survive on almost any
habitat. In fact, people often
roint 1o poor agricultural lands
and say: UOonly g zoat could
survive l.ere”

Such a statement probably is
fruc to a degree bul many
people fail to consider that the
voat quite possibly 1s respon-
sible for the land being as poor!
This is the thought expounded
by 1lorace Loftin in the ~Sci-
¢rice News Letter™ of June 28,
1458,

The goat can make its livine
wwmost anywhere, In fact, herds
ol zoats can practically denude
an arew of all vegetation in a
short time. The result is eroded
land unable to hold and use
any moisture which does fall.
Despite this close-cropping trait,
the goat offers milk, meat and
clothing to the poor people and
costs  dittle to buy and  feed.
“Thus.”  Leftin concludes,  “a
vicious  coyele  continues,  with
agricultural  poverty increoasing
as good sobl, fertility and mois-
ture decrease. Many lands that
werc once those of 'milk and
honey’ are now deserts”
