The form, which has been
available for many Yyears, is
used to prove that such things
as guns, cameras, outboard
motors and binoculars were
taken out of the country and
not purchased abroad.

All you have to do to prove
you took the gun or anything
elce with you on your trip is
te show the customs inspector
your copy of the form.

Mezanno added that the form
ic good for three years, so one
two-minute stop can save a lot
of trouble.
