MOTA Officers Will
Speak To Membership

Motoreycles and the Envir-
iment; an Alternative.

Let’s state one truth to be-
gin; that uncontrolled motor-
cycling does cause environmen-
tal damage. The results of the
problem can be witnessed from
coast to coast in our national
forests, state forests and even
in the field next door.

Without control, thoughtless
and many thinking people un-
knowingly cause untold damage
to the hills, fields and streams
by overuse of the established
“trails”

What is the solution for the
dirt rider who is environmen-
tally conscious?

Several alternatives are avail-
able: the Motorcross Track or
the Enduro Course with the
possibility of returning to work
on Monday morning as one of
the walking wounded or a new
sport which does not require
bravado and an open throttle
grip, observed trails. The sport
of the observed trail is by na-
ture a controlled contest min-

imizing change to the environ-
ment as well as the possibility
of injury.

In this area of Michigan,
most “trail” events are sponsor-
ed by the Michigan Ontario
Trails Association, an environ-
mentally concerned group of
clubs, whose aim is to provide
trails for family enjoyment.
Events are strictly controlled
requiring mufflers, trail tires,
organized riding and policing
of the trails and grounds. Al-
ternating sites are used to pro-
vide minimal use to each par-
cel of land reducing the possi-

kility of causing permanent
land damage.

Riders are classified by abil-
ity to eliminate the possibility
of the unexperienced rider to
ride sections over his ability
and above all trail areas are li-
mited to motorcycle use only
on the day of the event. This
is an altenative offered by a
group of concerned motorcy-
cling citizens who feel that
controlled motoreycling can fit
into the environmental scene.

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Snowmobilers Should
Beware Of Thin Ice

Tne Michigan Department of
Natural Resources cautions
snowmobile operators who run
their machines on frozen lakes
and rivers to be very careful of
ice conditions.

Each year lives are lost when
sr:owmgobiles plunge through ice
not capazle of bearing the
weight of the machines. For this
reason, the DNR does not rec-
ommend the use of snowmohiles
orn ice at any time.

Hcwever, DNR experts suggest
tnat the ice should be tested
vy/ith an ice spud to determinsz
it: thickness before use. On river
ice be very careful as currents
often make ice uneven and un-
safe.

The shoreline areas of lakes
cften have thinner ice than the
center, especially carly and late
i winter.

When operatinz on i-e, use the
“buddy” system with one show-
moe»ile overator keeping an eye
or the other. Also, keep a sharp
eye for open water on thin ice.

An additional warning is to
avoid operating near bridege a-
butments and dam areas. RBe
careful, too. of elare ice and
chunks of ice left by fishermen.

What to do if open water is
encountered depends on the
length of time available for re-
action. Release the thro*tle,
trake gently and turn away
vnder normal conditions.

If less time and distance is
svailable, turn sbharply. If the
riazhiine “oes into a ckid *eadd
the open water area, rcll olf the
machine.
