AUGUST, 1982:

The water laps gently against the side of
the boat, causing it to rock slightly. The
two men in the boat have been on the water
since 5:30 and it is almost 1:30. The sun is
hot, and a gentle southwesterly wind lulls
the 2 fishermen into a somnific trance, as
the hum of the trolling motor continues in a
steady monotone. The morning has been
good, as the stringer is near full of nice size
fish. But their minds wander to throughts
of their families, and making ‘ends meet’
in this inflationary decade, to other pur-
suits of activity they wish to pursue if only
given the opportunity.

One of the fishermen is wondering how
serious our ‘‘D.N.R.” is in preserving our
natural resources in view of a recent arti-
cle in a noted newspaper about reopening
‘strip-mining’ for soft coal northeast of the
Lansing area up through to the Bay City
area. He recalls when strip-mining was
stopped a few years ago. It left a mess and
ruination to the land resulting from the
lack of regulation and control. This area
has been good, as he recalls, for pheasant
and rabbit hunting, as he spent many plea-
sant hours afield with his dog in past
autumns. His thoughts also wander to the
comments made by a noted politician run-
ning for the governor position, as to how
our Upper U.P. can be utilized in a more
productive way, since there are so many
untapped natural resources yet remain-
ing. He wonders does this mean returning
to an era when ‘logging’ was in demand,
with no return to the land from which the
trees where taken. He recalls many a deer
taken from that deer stand his father made
for him close to a large tamarack swamp,
and he envisions how barren the swamp
would look with no trees arond it.

The sun becomes hotter as the afternoon

wears on, and the other fisherman is
becoming irritated for not having caught
anything in the last 1'% hours. Can this be
the same situation, he thinks, when he goes
onto ‘public access’ land to hunt this fall®
He questions in his mind, if the D.N.R.
ever checks out the land of owners who put
their barren acres up as public access land
in order to collect the hunters’ license
money.

His blood from the sun gets hotter which
is aggravated also as he recalls last fall
while deer hunting in the northwest area of
the lower peninsula, how the landowners
bragged about obtaining so many land
owner permits to shoot deer on their land,
but then hunt deer themselves, they’d turn
around and sell the permits to hunters at a-
“high price”’.

This idea of ‘gun control’ he thinks, is for
‘“the birds”. Why not impose stringent
regulations on those people who wish to
drive an automobile, as to those who wish
to own a handgun??

It’s almost time to leave the lake, and
the two fishermen thoughts return to the
present moment. Their conversation is not
only about the day they had, but with so
many political positions up for election, if
the incoming incumbents this fall will have
the integrity to maintain their political
stance, or will they fall within the
‘system’. The people who are elected
should be for the people they represent, be
it either the barber, grocer, laborer, or
sportsman.
